Found off the A258 between Deal and Sandwich (but much nearer to
Deal!), Fowimead Country Park was opened in May 2007 on the site of the
former spoil tip of Betteshanger Colliery.

Fowlmead Country Park boasts a 2-mile closed Tarmac road race track
which has been used for a host of national and regional road race and time
trial events in addition to World Handcycling Federation time trails.

In addition, Fowlmead offers fantastic mountainbiking and cyclocross
trails over its 200 acres incorporating woods and fast open areas.

18:25 to 18:45 (ie before and after the Ul12s race which runs from 18:00
to 18:20 approximately). Main adults’ race starts at 19:00.
